The aesthetic principles of visual art include “the assembly of colours, forms and ideas” in a 
visually appealing way, which is what Aaron Morse’s painting ‘Wilderness #2’ expresses to 
me.1 Morse’s vibrant ecological scene may use traditionally unrealistic colours; however, the 
balance of shades allow for a harmonious yet organic scene. The painterly yet illustrative 
approach appeals to me, as each brushstroke looks quickly but delicately placed, echoing 
the natural world. Each landscape painting recalls art forms that range “from Chinese 
landscape painting and Japanese woodblock prints.”2 Aaron Morse’s works are built using 
layers of acrylic and oil paint, resulting in a textural aesthetic that lends itself to an 
environmental aesthetic.  
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
